Cllrs discussed the continuing need to provide financial support to allow the
church premises to be used for secular activities (Parish Council Meetings, | Action: TP
functions organised by the Community and Events Group (the new name for | (05/24-03)
the Village Preservation Society), etc). It was agreed that the Parish Council
should fund at the same rate as in 2023-2024: £520 agreed.

Verbal reports on A303 Scheme, LHFIG (local roads), etc

A303 Stonehenge to Berwick Down Scheme: The Chair represented the Parish Council the
recent Stonehenge Community Forum - ClIr Shuttleworth also as attended as a member of
the Stonehenge Traffic Action Group. The notes from the meeting and the vu-graphs used
have been posted on the Parish Council website. Amendments to factual inaccuracies in the
notes have been sent to National Highways.

Local Highway and Footway Improvement Group (LHFIG):

Issues in relation to the B3083 continue. Cllr Shuttleworth advised that the Secretary to LH-
FIG had turned down a request to add distance plates to the “pedestrians in road signs” erec-
ted last year. They are needed to inform drivers for what distance the hazard persists. The
grounds for rejection were that there were no footways at either end of the scheme so it was
impossible to show a distance between them to define the hazard area. The Secretary was
advised that there were indeed footways at both ends of the scheme - off the A303 and in
Berwick St James. Moreover, a similar scheme in Stapleford has the distance plates and no
pavements or footways.




[Since the meeting, Wiltshire Council has agreed to provide costings for the plates and the
Parish Council will be advised at the next LHFIG meeting.]

No progress as yet on the revised speed limit.
A303:

Various issues have been raised with National Highways in relation to the A303. These in-
clude: inappropriate signage, damaged sign support poles (spotted by parishioner), potholes,
etc. As the A303 is not managed or maintained by Wiltshire Council, villagers can and have
reported issues directly using the National Highways website: https://report.nationalhigh-
ways.co.uk/

7 | Correspondence Received

Clerk’s Position: Applications were received from 3 potential candidates for the position of
Clerk and RFO. One candidate has since withdrawn. The two remaining will be interviewed
asap.

Footpaths: A parishioner has complained that he has twice been challenged by an estate
employee whilst walking on on WSTO6A/BSJA10/STAP13 and on STAP04, demanding to
be told who he was and what he was doing. The villager was advised that, as he was on a
public right of way, he should be able to proceed without let or hindrance, 24/7. The
parishioner was given a local rights of way map derived from the Definitive Map and
referred to the excellent advice offered by the Ramblers for this and other common rights of
way issues: https://www.ramblers.org.uk/go-walking-hub/intimidationissues
